Day 1 – Wednesday, December 22, 2010 - BEGIN OUR JOURNEY - 

Depart the United States on our overnight flight to Israel. 

Day 2 – Thursday, December 23, 2010 – WELCOME TO ISRAEL! - This 

afternoon we arrive in Israel, and receive Ayelet Tours staff assistance.

Day 3 – Friday, December 24, 2010 - HISTORY – MODERN & AN-

CIENT - After enjoying breakfast, begin a tour of the Old City. Our tour 

takes us to the Davidson Center, the Southern Wall and through the Old 

City, and the Western Wall Tunnel excavations. We explore and learn 

about the Jewish Quarter and the Cardo.  As evening approaches, we go up 

to the Haas promenade, where we pray Kabbalat Shabbat together, overlook-

ing the old city.  Visit the Western Wall as Shabbat draws near.  Shabbat 

dinner at a local restaurant. Overnight Jerusalem. 

Day 4-Shabbat, December 25, 2010- THE MAGIC OF SHABBAT IN 

JERUSALEM - Breakfast.  This morning we invite you to participate in 

Shabbat services at one of the many local synagogues. This afternoon offers 

a walking tour of the Old City, including the Jaffa Gate, the Jewish and 

Christian Quarters and the Arab Shuk. Time permitting, we’ll take a walk 

along the Old City ramparts.  Lunch (on own) in the old city. This evening 

we celebrate Havdalah. Enjoy dinner on your own at one of the many Jerusa-

lem restaurants. Option to attend the Tower of David Sound and Light Show 

($15 cost).  Overnight Jerusalem. 

Day 5 –Sunday, December 26, 2010 – THE NEW CITY - Breakfast. This 

morning we are treated to a meeting with Anat Hoffman of the Israel Reli-

gious Action Center on the Beit Shmuel campus. Next we tour the HUC 

campus and the Mercaz Shimshon facility with the Dean of Hebrew Union 

College, Rabbi Naamah Kelman. Time for lunch (on own) and shopping on 

Ben Yehuda Street. 2 pm This afternoon we continue to Yad Vashem, the 

Holocaust memorial and explore the moving new museum, heralded for its 

design (Biblical Zoo option for children).  Overnight Jerusalem.  

Day 6 –Monday, December 27, 2010 – STEPPING INTO THE PAST 

Breakfast.  This morning we travel to the top of Masada, option to walk up 

the snake path.  Next we visit a Dead Sea hotel resort, where we have access 

to the hotel’s spa facilities as well as their Dead Sea beachfront for a relaxing 

float in the salty waters.  Lunch is included at the resort!  This afternoon we 

travel back in time to experience desert life for an authentic experience 

including dinner and a camel ride at Eretz Beresheet.  Overnight Jerusalem. 

Day 7 –Tuesday, December 28, 2010 – ANCIENT EXPLORATIONS 

Breakfast. We depart through the Jordan River valley to head north. See the 

ancient synagogue at Tzippori, including the mosaic known as the Mona Lisa 

of the Galilee. Next we take a jeep tour that takes us to the Golan, where we 

visit an old Syrian bunker and then continue to Har Bental for a view into 

neighboring Syria. This evening we enjoy dinner with kibbutz representa-

tives.  Overnight at our kibbutz in the Galilee. 

Day 8 –Wednesday, December 29, 2010 – NATURAL WONDERS & 

NATIONAL SAFETY 

Breakfast.  Today we visit the mystical town of Safad to see the H’ari and 

Caro synagogues and the amazing artists, then continue to the Crusader city 

of Akko.  Time permitting we will visit Rosh Hanikrah to see the grottoes 

on the Lebanese border, and take the cable car. Dinner and overnight Kibbutz 

in the Galilee. 

Day 9 –Thursday, December 30, 2010 – FOOTPRINTS OF HISTORY 

Breakfast.  We then travel to Haifa, where we take in the view from Mount 

Carmel, atop the Bahai World Center Garden.  We visit with Rabbi Edgar 

Nof at Or Chadash. We next stop in Caesarea on our way to Tel Aviv.   We 

check into our hotel and have time to refresh.  Overnight Tel Aviv. 

Day 10 –Friday, December 31, 2010 – TEL AVIV 

Breakfast.  Our city tour of Tel Aviv begins at Independence Hall, where 

Israel’s Declaration of Independence was signed and read. We then honor the 

memory of Yitzhak Rabin at Rabin Square.  We next visit the Ayalon 

institute this afternoon to see the secret undergound bullet factory.  Continue 

to Nachalat Binyamin so see the street vendors and artisans and have lunch 

on own.  After time to freshen up, we continue to Kehillat Yonatan and 

Rabbi Mickey Boyden for Kabbalat Shabbat services and a special Shabbat 

Dinner together with the congregation. Overnight Tel Aviv.  

Day 11 – Shabbat, January 1, 2011 - SHABBAT  

Breakfast. We invite you to participate in Shabbat services at one of the local 

synagogues. Spend the rest of the day at leisure. We gather together this eve-

ning for a gourmet farewell dinner at Maganda restaurant. Transfer to Ben 

Gurion airport in the evening for our flight back to the United States.  

Day 12 – Sunday, January 2, 2011 – ARRIVAL HOME 

Arrive in the United States.
